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31st National Youth Championships — Calgary, Alberta — May 31st — June 2nd

On behalf of myself, Laurie Gatto Team Manager and our 2 coaches, Gus Badali and Dan
Rose I am very proud to tell you the results of this tournament.

It started back in January 2013 when our youth bowlers competed in 4 age divisions to
earn a spot on the National Youth team as the top male and top female bowler in each
division.

The following bowlers earned their spot and again this year we were all very pleased with
the results. The following are the medals won by each participant including team awards:

Bantam Girl — Sarah Klassen from St Catherines, ON earned 3 gold medals and 2 bronze
medals and was the Bantam Girl Canadian Champion

Bantam Boy — Blake Foster from Kitchener, ON earned 3 gold medals and 2 silver
medals

Junior Girl - Karley Foster from Kitchener, ON earned 1 gold medal and 1 bronze

Junior Boy — Gavin Sum from Markham, ON earned 2 gold medals, 1 silver medal and 1
bronze medal.

Intermediate Girl — Miranda Panas from St. Catherines, ON earned 2 gold medal, 1 silver
medal and 2 bronze medals and was the Intermediate Girl Canadian champion.

Intermediate Boy — Jordan Klassen from St. Catherines, ON earned 3 gold medals and 2
silver medals. Jordan was chosen as a member of the Tournament of America team
going to Florida.

Senior Girl — Samantha Shanley from Peterborough, ON earned 2 gold medals, 1 silver
medal and 1 bronze medal

Senior Boy — Graham Fach from Guelph, earned 4 gold medals, and 1 bronze medal and
was the Senior Boy Canadian champion.

This year was the fifth year that there was a team aggregate award for pinfall. It
consisted of the total pinfall for the 3 events (teams, doubles and singles) with the
aggregate pinfall of the 4 female and 4 male bowlers. This year Southern Ontario won the
gold medal overall. We now have 3 golds, 1 silver and a 1 bronze medal in this event.

Southern Ontario earned 35 out of 40 medals (per bowler, not event), 20 of these medals
were Gold.




[image: image4.jpg]The overall medal count per event was won this year by Southern Ontario earning 3 more
medals than both Manitoba and Quebec. Since the Youth Nationals began Southern
Ontario still holds first place for the overall medal count with 407 medals.

This tournament is not just about the bowling, it can be a life changing experience for
some bowlers and their families. It can also be very humbling as was shown this year
when a couple of our bowlers were very emotional about their performances and we had
two instances where the athletes had problems physically as well but they persevered to
earn their medals. At tournaments of this caliber, the bowlers do feel quite a bit of
responsibility to their province to perform to the best of their abilities and we feel that
each and every one of them did just that and more.

Next year the tournament will be in Sault Ste Marie in Northern Ontario. As you can see
from the financial position, we will need more bowlers to participate to ensure that we
can cover all our costs.

Our youth bowlers have a lot to offer bowling and we need to find ways to get more of
the youth involved in our sport which will help to increase our adult membership in the
future.

The tournament was well attended. In the Men’s event we had 94 teams, 177 sets of
doubles, 404 singles and 309 All Events. For the Women’s event we had 67 teams, 128
sets of doubles, 307 singles and 264. For the Mixed event we had 44 Teams and 50
Doubles.

The Scratch events are still a challenge. Most of the bowlers do not seem to understand
the concept of paying for each event; we received many that paid only the all events,
which you cannot enter unless you have paid for the other events. This year we had 12
entries for the Men’s Team, 32 entries for the Men’s Doubles and 32 entries for the
Men’s singles. For the women we had 3 teams, 8 doubles and 18 singles. The scratch
mixed had 3 teams and 4 doubles.

This tournament was a huge challenge for our association and somehow with the help of
our board and volunteers we pulled it off. Board members Lynda Hirschmann and
Walter Downey were at every shift and were a big help. Iwould like to thank Barb
Hollands, H&DTBA Association Manager who entered all of the entries — great job Barb
and Charlotte Konkle who was present most shifts who was a great help as well. I would
also like to thank all the staff at Burlington Bowl, especially John Dowell and Jan
Stannix.

We hope to see all of you next season in the Niagara area.
